LAUNCH OF NEW MIMA KOBI AND XARI HERALDS NEW ERA IN PUSHCHAIR DESIGN
Revolutionary material and cocoon pod push new 

boundaries in style and comfort

This month sees the much anticipated launch of the mima kobi and mima xari pushchairs – highly contemporary pushchairs that push the boundaries of current nursery wheeled goods design.

Created by Dutch, Valencia based designer Davy Kho, both pushchairs instantly stand out from current pushchair designs thanks to eight innovative features:

· Their revolutionary ‘cocoon pod’ seat:  This distinctively sleek, curved pod unzips (like a cocoon) to reveal a secret – a carrycot that takes just 15 seconds to be converted from the seat pod for a seamlessly smooth transition and instant portability

· The ergonomically supportive materials used:  In a first for the nursery wheeled goods sector, both mima pushchairs seek inspiration from top end sports and vehicle design in employing EVA foam material to provide the most ergonomically supportive seat possible for a baby or toddler.  

The innovative use of EVA provides a firm protective ‘shell’ for baby – similar to a car’s bodywork and far more supportive than traditional material bases.  EVA also has a unique finish that lends the prams an instantly contemporary feel as well unique barrier properties that make it an ultra hygienic material, well suited to a piece of equipment that is used on a daily basis
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· Fluid form:  The mima pushchairs have been designed so that no key element of the pram – the chassis, chair or hood - is static.  Each has been designed so that parents can create their own ‘bespoke experience’ that fits around their lifestyle and adapts as changing circumstances and experiences dictate:

· The canopy hood has three curved sections that pivot back and layer on top of each other or fan out, to create minimal, partial or total shade

· The seat features three recline positions and can be made forward or parent facing

· Thanks to a unique chassis slide the seat also has two height positions ‘viewing’ (a high elevated ride) and ‘comfort’ (a lower more conventional ride position)

· Intelligent growth:  The mima pushchairs and in particular the mima kobi, is designed to grow with your family and adapt to its changing needs.  Each pram starts life with the carry cot that innovatively unzips from the innovative seat cocoon pod.
The mima kobi is the most flexible of the pushchairs and is actually a five in one design that can accommodate any of the following family combinations:  one baby, one toddler, two babies, two toddlers, one baby and one toddler, thanks to its innovative and compact way of accommodating single carrycot, single seat, double carrycot, double seat or single carry cot and single seat options.

· Sleek lines:  Borrowing from high end car design the look of the mima pushchairs is immediately distinctive thanks to its über sleek lines.  With high gloss EVA the predominant material used, the pushchairs have an ultra defined clean shape, undistorted by sagging canvas fabrics.  This obsessive attention to detail is evident throughout the pushchair, right through to the ultra snug fit of the rain covers through to its buggy baskets which have sleek, magnetically fastened lids in the mima xari and a pod which lifts out to become an ultra contemporary change bag in the mima kobi.
· Space for baby:  The tiered seating arrangement of the mima kobi, makes it ideal for the growing family, something that Davy – himself a father of two – was passionate about. Davy has ensured that the innovative design of the Mima’s cocoon seat pods creates ample space between the tiers for baby and child.
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· Lightweight, compact chassis:  Designed with urban living in mind both the mima xari and mima kobi pushchairs have super lightweight aluminium chassis (9.2kg and 11kg respectively) with distinctive, never seen before L and Z shapes, super quick release wheels and an ultra compact fold making them easy to carry and store (the xari is even small enough to fit in the boot of a Mini!).  Both prams can be folded while the seat is still in (its forward facing) position allowing for a super quick fold and ‘ready to use’ release. The kobi’s tiered, as opposed to side by side seating arrangements, ensure that the pushchair can easily negotiate crowded spaces and tight doorways.

· Innovative storage solutions:  The mima xari features two lidded baskets that close with a magnetic fastening to give a super sleek look and protected contents.  Not to be outdone, the mima kobi also comes with its own groundbreaking storage solution – a unique lidded, zipped and roomy ‘pod’ that functions both as a buggy store and when released, as an ultra contemporary change bag, complete with adjustable handle. 

With mima pushchairs already a huge hit on the continent, where they launched in 2010 news of their imminent launch in the UK has seen buzz building amongst UK parents.  A waiting list was established over a month ago, enquiries have been coming in from celebrity agents and a number of parents-to-be have made round trips of several hundred miles to see the only model currently in the UK (housed at the Hampshire Head Office of Cheeky Rascals – the exclusive distributor of the pushchairs in the UK). 

From June the wait is officially over with UK parents able to see, try out and buy the stunning mima kobi, mima xari and special edition mima cosmo in John Lewis’ top 12 stores.  It’s predicted that the mima cosmo – a limited edition black chassis, silver body version of the mima kobi and mima xari – could be a sell-out within days of its launch.

Simon Russell, Managing Director of Cheeky Rascals comments:  ‘In pushchair design, as with car design, every few years a model comes along that is truly category defining.  That is mima.  Its contemporary styling and well thought through design takes into account every need of today’s modern parents and will instantly make every other model out there appear tired in comparison.  
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There is so much buzz out there already around mima.  But it’s not hot air hype.  It’s genuine buzz from parents that understand that this new pushchair has it all.  mima combines iconic looks with intelligent design that gives the most comfortable, smooth ride imaginable and that makes day to day parenting a breeze.’

Both mima pushchairs are available with a silver aluminium chassis and dark grey cocoon seat pod (with concealed carrycot), and with a choice of Sangria Red or Dark Grey soft finishings.  The limited edition Cosmo version of both the mima xari and mima kobi will feature a matt black chassis and distinctive silver cocoon seat pod and accessories with black soft finishings.
